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Introduction
This status report describes the email endorsement of the PDCP specification after the RAN2#58 bis meeting.
Updates since RAN2#58bis
In RAN2#58bis the text proposal R2-072913 was provided and briefly presented. It was then concluded that based on this text proposal a baseline for the RAN2#59 meeting should be concluded based on email discussion. The deadline was set to the 13th of July.
The email discussion was started on 4th of July with a text proposal TS36.323v0.0.1 taking into account comments received during the presentation in RAN2#59 meeting.
Comments from NEC and NOKIA have been addressed in responses on the reflector on 8th and 9th of July, and on the 12th of July an updated version TS36.323v0.0.2 has been provided.
Further comments have been received from Nokia and from Qualcomm, and have been addressed on the reflector and taken into account in an updated version of TS36.323v0.0.3 distributed on the reflector on 16th of July.
After some more discussion, further comments from Qualcomm and Motorola have been addressed on the reflector and results reflected in TS36.323v0.0.4. on 18th of July.
In the following it was proposed to only remove contentious parts in order to provide a version that could be endorsed.

No further comments have been received, and thus it was proposed to use the version TS36.323v0.0.4. provided on 18th of July on the reflector as a baseline for the RAN2#59 meeting.
The updated list of open issues has been provided on the reflector on 20th of July.
