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1. Introduction, discussion and proposal
At RAN2#62 it was agreed that for both TDD and FDD, the length of the RA Response window is configurable up to 10 ms. It was also agreed that, for FDD, the RA Response window starts in the subframe following 2ms after the end of the RA Preamble transmission; i.e., in subframe N+3. It also proposed to use the same start offset also for TDD, but as one requested more time to verify the feasibility, this was not concluded. Having checked the feasibility, it is the understanding of the same company that the RA Response window can start in subframe N+3 also for TDD.

Proposal:
It is proposed to use the fixed start time for the RA Response window already agreed for FDD for both TDD and FDD; i.e. the RA Response window starts in subframe N+3 for both TDD and FDD.
