1 Introduction
At the last RAN2 meeting the criteria for the preamble group selection for random access has been discussed. It was agreed to base the selection of the preamble group on the buffer size and the radio conditions as already expressed in the stage 2 description. However, the exact definition of the radio condition criteria could not be agreed.
2 Discussion

Different radio condition measurements have been mentioned that could be used for the preamble group decision. First, the decision could be based on the pathloss measurement. Second, the decision could also take the UL interference level into account, similarly as for the PUSCH power control.
In any case, it was agreed that the threshold that decides about which preamble group to use should be configured by the eNB.

Concerns have been expressed that the measurements that are available at initial access might be not accurate enough to provide any benefit over a size-based decision only.
In order to understand better whether such a radio-condition based decision provides benefits, we suggest to ask RAN4 for their guidance which measurement to use for the preamble group decision and under which circumstances these measurements are accurate enough to provide benefits.

3 Conclusion

In order to obtain a better understanding about the benefits of a radio-condition based decision about the preamble group to use for the random access, we propose to sent an LS to RAN4 to get their advice which measurements are reasonable to use and under which circumstances these measurements have a beneficial accuracy.
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
