Introduction
This document summarizes the e-mail activity on PDCP restructuring work up to RAN2#63.

2.
Report of E-mail activity
The e-mail activity is started on July 8th based on the R2-083720.
The first week focused on settling down the basic structure. The main issue was where to describe the procedure with active Flush_Timer, and two options were on the desk.
· Option1: Procedure with active Flush_Timer is in handover procedure section

· Supporting company: Huawei

· Option2: Procedure with active Flush_Timer is in normal procedure section

· Supporting company: Nokia, Ericsson, AsusTek, Qualcomm, Infineon

Based on the indicative voting on the e-mail reflector, it is agreed to go for Option 2, i.e. the procedure with active Flush_Timer is described in normal procedure section. After the basic structure is agreed, the initial version of the baseline CR is provided on July 14th.

From July 14th, e-mail activity focused on the drafting of baseline CR. This drafting work takes more than three weeks to make the baseline CR much stable. Some important changes in the e-mail activity are listed below.

· It is made clear that the procedures in section 5.1.2.1 for “DRBs mapped on RLC AM and if the Flush_Timer is running” are not applied to the PDCP PDU received due to the RLC re-establishment.
· It is made clear that the procedures in section 5.2 are triggered by the handover indication from upper layers, and the procedures are performed only once.
· It is made clear when to apply a new security configuration provided by upper layers during the handover.
· Whole procedure for UL transmission after handover is specified in 5.2.1.1 rather than referring to 5.1.1 due to the complexities caused by state variables.

· It is corrected that the UL transmission after handover is cumulative retransmission from the first unacknowledged PDCP SDU.

· In UL transmission after handover, which COUNT values are associated to PDCP SDUs received before handover is clarified

· It is made clear that the transmission and reception of PDCP status report is allowed only when the Flush_Timer is running.
The final version of the PDCP restructuring CR (R2-083770) is made available on August 6th, which is delayed by 2-days from the original schedule.
In the mean while, the value of the restructuring work was checked on July 18th. Since there was no objection to PDCP restructuring work, the work is believed to have a significant value.

Proposals

The outcome of the PDCP restructuring is provided in R2-083770. It is proposed to use the R2-083770 as a baseline of further PDCP discussions. For the easy reference of the discussion in RAN2#63, the PDCP restructuring CR is also provided in R2-083926.
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
