Introduction

The purpose of this proposal is to complete the definition of the RRC connection re-establishment procedure and to provide corresponding text proposals.

Discussion

The basic proposal of this 3GPP contribution is to clarify some behaviour when UEs try to send an RRC connection re-establishment request message in order to re-establish the RRC connection.

Compared to the RRC connection establishment procedure, the RRC connection re-establishment procedure has the same purpose, which is to connect the UE to the network and to configure SRB1. In both procedures, the UE uses SRB0 as a signalling radio bearer, TM as RLC mode and CCCH as a Logical channel. In addition, upon initiating both procedures, the UE is not required to maintain up-to-date system information. As a result, if a paging message is sent by network during the intitiation of RRC connection re-establishment procedure, the UE should not be expected to receive it. 

Therefore, we propose to include a sentence like the one in the RRC connection establishment procedure initiation (c.f. section 5.3.3.2) to stop acting on Paging messages when the UE tries to initiate the RRC connection re-establishment procedure.
