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1. Introduction
This contribution seeks to close the following FFS items of RadioResourceConfigCommon IE in the context of RRC Connection Reconfiguration procedures during HO. 

· pdsch-Configuration
· antennaInformationCommon

2. Discussions

Serving and target configuration may not be the same thus there is a need for notifying the UE with bare minimum target specific configuration to enable the UE to perform HO.

There is a need for notifying the UE to use the following.

· Notify the UE to continue to use the source configuration by not including the IE when the serving and target has the same configuration.  “need OC” is used for this purpose.

During HO preparation, the source eNB sends its PDSCH-ConfigCommon and Antenna information to the target eNB. The target eNB compare its configuration with the source eNB and build the IE accordingly based on the ASN.1 definition. 
3. Proposal
Define the FFS fields to be OC thus the target eNB will either include PDSCH-ConfigCommon and AntennaInformationCommon when the target and serving eNBs have different configuration or omits this IE if they are the same.
