Discussion and proposal
According to the description in UMTS [1], when a suitable cell is found based on the description in [2], the UE considers it as having detected "in service area". 
According to current RLF procedure in LTE, the UE will select a suitable cell according to [3] to re-establish the RRC connection while T311 is running.
Therefore, we proposal in LTE use the same criteria for detecting in service as in UMTS.
Proposal: the criteria of detecting physical layer problems could be similar as in UMTS, i.e., when a suitable cell is found based on the description in [3], the UE consider it as having detected “in service area”.
