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1. Overall Description:

SA1 would like to thank RAN2 for informing SA1 of the progress in the specification of HeNB.

RAN2 has raised the issue of the not fully specified length of the HNBID. 

SA1 has studied the issue and agreed to rephrase the requirement in order to indicate the maximum allowed length of that identifier. Such length was fixed to 48x8 bits. The decision to extend the length was primarily based on the consideration that Kanjis as well as Chinese symbols are normally encoded on 3 bytes, therefore the original length was only allowing for a maximum of 10 symbols which was thought to be not sufficient in some circumstances. 

RAN2 has provided information with regards to the placement of the HNBID in a separate system information block of the broadcast channel.

SA1 has discussed the user experience related to the manual selection and agreed that it would be beneficial if the HNBID could be decoded during the scan of the CSG IDs since SA1 doubts that the presentation of the CSG ID in its raw format will be useful and could instead confuse the user. 

Finally RAN2 asked whether the HNBID should be sent when the CSG indicator is not set.

SA1 believe that the HNBID should be sent also when the cell is not to be treated as a CSG cell by the UE. 

2. Actions:

SA1 asks RAN2 to take into consideration the change in the requirements and the answers provided. SA1 would also like to receive feedback about the impact on the scan time in case SA1 introduces the requirement to be able to decode the HNBID of the available CSG cells.
