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1 Introduction 

In the current TS 36.331, the timers T303 and T305 are stopped when the cell is reselected and when T300 expires. In this document we question whether the second condition really makes sense and/or is really necessary. 
2 Discussion
Below is an extract of section 7.3 from TS 36.331.

If for example T300 expired because a mobile originating call failed, then there is no point to stop T303 since this timer could not be running anyway apart from emergency calls in which case T303 would not be stopped. And also, stopping T305 makes little sense since it will affect the barring status of mobile originating signalling, which is unrelated with the reason why T300 expires. 

Symmetric reasoning can be done when T300 expires because a mobile originating signalling attempt fails. 
3 Conclusion
We propose to remove the statement that T303 and T305 are upon T300 expiry.
