Discussion
With the introduction of the possibility to specify that both RSRP and RSRQ shall be reported in the measurement report for E-UTRA measurements the current definition of in which order the cells shall be included in the mobilityMeasResults has become ambiguous. In the case both E-UTRA quantities shall be reported one of them must be selected for ordering the cells. For E-UTRA it is here proposed to use the triggerQuantity for ordering the cells in decreasing order, when “both” is used for reportQuantity.
Proposal 1: If for E-UTRA “both” is stated as reportQuantity then the E-UTRA cells shall be included in decreasing triggerQuantity order. 


The text in 5.5.5 Measurement reporting states that the cells shall be included in the order of decreasing reportingQuantity. reportingQuantity is however not defined anywhere in 36.331. It is assumed that reportQuantity was intended. 
Proposal 2: Change reportingQuantity in 5.5.5 Measurement reporting to reportQuantity
Although already mentioned in chapter 5.5.2.8 Quantity Configuration that it is the filtered values of the reportQuantities that shall be included in the measurement report, this should be stated for clarity also in chapter 5.5.5 Measurement Reporting . 
Proposal 3: Specify that it is the filtered measured results that shall be entered in the measurement report.

Measurement reporting

For the measId for which the measurement reporting procedure was triggered, the UE shall set the measuredResults within the MeasurementReport message as follows:

set the IE measId to the measurement identity that triggered the measurement reporting;

set the mobilityMeasResults to include all cells included in the cellsToReportList as defined within the VarEventsTriggered for this event.

for each included cell include the filtered measured results in accordance with the reportConfigList defined in variable VarMeasurementConfiguration for that measurement;

1> include the cells in order of decreasing reportQuantity i.e. the best cell is included first. 
2> If for E-UTRA the reportQuantity is set as “both” then include the E-UTRA cells in order of decreasing triggerQuantity.
