	Reason for change:
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	In the current specification it is not possible to receive SIB11bis reliably in later NWs, supporting multiple SIB extension types, when the UE is Rel6 compliant.
Rel6 only defines a single extension SIB – SIB11bis without forwards compatibility handling.

The Rel6 UE behaviour described does not include checking the scheduling information when reading the SIB extension type so cannot distinguish between multiple extension types. An extension SIB segment may be assumed by the Rel6 UE to always be part of SIB11bis.
This CR adds the requirement to check scheduling information and aligns the UE behaviour with Rel7 where multiple SIB extensions where introduced.

Impact analysis

Impacted functionality:

System Information reception. The change only impacts the new functionality.

Rel6 UE may not be able to camp on networks supporting new SIB types defined in Rel7 onwards.
