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Introduction
At RAN#93 Meeting, the revised WI on introduction of operation in full unlicensed band 5925-7125MHz was approved in [1].  One of the WI objective is to define BS transmitter and receiver requirements.
-	Define or update (if needed) transmitter and receiver characteristics requirements for the BS.
At RAN4#101-e meeting, the discussion on BS RF requirements are provided in [3]. In the contribution, we provide text proposal for TR 38.849.
Discussion
Per WF approved in last meeting in [2], the band n96 is reused for the new counties (Canada, South Korea, Brazil, Peru, Chile)
Agreement: 
-	Use existing band n96 for new countries (Canada, South Korea, Brazil, Peru, Chile).
The BS requirement are defined in general way which applies all the regions. Hence the n96 requirements apply also to these new countries, with a check on each requirement.
· Operating bands
· BS channel bandwidth
· Channel raster
· Synchronization raster
· Unwanted emissions
· Reference sensitivity level
· Dynamic range
· In-band selectivity and blocking
· Out-of-band blocking
· Receiver spurious emissions

And for regional requirements, it is clarified in the specification in a general way, e.g.
“ For operation with shared spectrum channel access, the BS may have to comply with the applicable BS power limits established regionally, when deployed in regions where those limits apply and under the conditions declared by the manufacturer.”
“In addition, for operation with shared spectrum channel access, the BS may have to comply with the applicable operating band unwanted emission limits established regionally, when deployed in regions where those limits apply and under the conditions declared by the manufacturer.”
“In addition, for operation with shared spectrum channel access, the BS may have to comply with the applicable spurious emission limits established regionally, when deployed in regions where those limits apply and under the conditions declared by the manufacturer.”
Based on the analysis above,
