2. Minutes
The documents [1-4] presented at the plenary were summarised and further discussed. In addition new documents [5-7] were presented.

Based on the input to the timing determination in the LTE EVM calculation process and on the equaliser averaging it was agreed to 
· leave the definition and the necessary accuracy of the 
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determination to RAN WG5

· agree on 1ms averaging but leave the value in brackets.

For the spectrum flatness in LTE the text in the document [6] for TR 36.803 and [5] for TS 36.101 was agreed with the following changes:
· [6]: the part “and is a function of the number of allocated UL RB” is removed. A sentence stating that the requirement for RB allocations at the band edges is ffs is added.
· [7]: the part “and is a function of the number of allocated UL RB” is removed.

The changes will be covered in updated text proposals for TR 36.803 and TS 36.101.

For the spurious emission it was agreed to have more time to review document [4] and bring related CRs for 25.101 at the next RAN WG4 meeting. 
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
