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1 Introduction
This contribution discussed reference sensitivity requirement for MB-MSR receiver requirements and a text proposal is provided for inclusion in TR 37.8xx MB-MSR [1].
2 Discussion

The reference sensitivity power level PREFSENS is the minimum mean power received at the antenna connector at which a reference performance requirement shall be met for a specified reference measurement channel.
Since the definition of reference sensitivity requirements are RAT specific, the existing requirements in TS37.104 are applied only as MSR single RAT requirements for each RAT. No corresponding multi-RAT requirements are defined. When the MB-MSR is introduced into TS37.104, the reference sensitivity requirements should also refer back to corresponding single RAT specification for each RAT. Thus no changes due to MB-MSR operation are needed.
