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1. Introduction

It is proposed for the harmonization methodology proponents to choose the first 8 devices of the harmonization campaign to finalize it during RAN4 #83.  
This contribution is made in co-operation with EMITE, a manufacturer of MIMO OTA Test Systems.
2. Proposal
To finalize the harmonization campaign during RAN4#83, it is proposed for the harmonization methodology proponents to accelerate the sourcing of the first 8 devices of the harmonization campaign. 
Given the rather poor performance of the PAD_2 device [2], it is suggested to include this device in the harmonization campaign. 
Proposal 1: Include the PAD_2 device in the harmonization campaign

It is encouraged for performance labs to make outlier devices (with ATF support and limited to 2 receiver architecture) available for the harmonization campaign by April 21st, 2017 so that they can be evaluated in the harmonization lab by RAN4#83. 
Proposal 2: Performance labs to make outlier devices (with ATF support and limited to 2 receiver architecture) available for the harmonization campaign by April 21st, 2017

If insufficient outlier devices have been identified by then, the harmonization campaign proponents would be allowed to source devices on their own up to 8 total devices. 
Proposal 3: If insufficient outlier devices have been made available by April 21st, 2017, the harmonization campaign proponents would be allowed to source devices on their own up to 8 total devices 
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
