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1 Introduction

The LS in [1] was technically endorsed at NR ad hoc #3 however it was not sent at that time due to RAN5 not meeting until November and there being open issues regarding the definition.
2 Options for control
During the discussions on [2] in the last meeting three issues were raised regarding the definition and control of the UE beamlock function.

The first was whether the function should be considered part of the special conformance testing function domain owned by RAN WG5 through the Test Control L3 entity or if it should be controlled via the RRC L3 entity controlled by RAN2 specs.

The second disuse was whether the function should be defined independently for Rx and Tx.

A further proposal not accepted at the last meeting was to consider the applicability of the beamlock function to NR in FR1 given that it is expected more UE antenna steering might be expected for NR at the higher end of Fr1. Making this feature available for such devices would expend the potential for RTS to be a viable solution for that frequency band since currently for LTE it is considered out of scope.
3 Conclusion

It is recommended to conclude on the above three issues prior to sending the LS in [3] to RAN5/RAN2.
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
