Introduction

In the RAN4#92Bis meeting, there were some initial discussion on IAB system parameters especially on IAB MT channel bandwidth, therefore in this contribution, we want to share some intial considerations on these issues. 
Discussion 
For the legacy NR UE, for each band, there are a couple of CBW and SCS combinations mandatory to support due to the request from different operators or different regions once UE is roaming to other operator or regions need to access the network. However the IAB node should be fixed deployed in certion area without any movement, there are no mobile IAB in Rel-16 scope at least, therefore it seems that it’s not necessary for IAB MT to support all mandatory channel bandwidth and this will also complicate the DDU/DUU design and baseband configurations sometimes. Of course from other perspective, if vendors want to have single IAB product to meet all operators request in single band, then it’s attractive to mandate IAB MT and IAB DU to support all channel bandwidth, however it’s not aligned with current customer-made BS for operators. Therefore from trational BS vendors perspective, we propose to have declared IAB MT channel bandwidth instead of mandatory channel bandwidth. 

Based on the above considerations, proposal is made as following.
