Enhanced Coverage for data centric UE

Support of UEs in Enhanced Coverage is specified in TS 36.300 [5].

If the UE’s usage setting is set to "data centric", then the UE shall not initiate any voice/video service while in CE mode B. 

If the UE’s setting is set to "data centric" and it is operating in CE mode B then on receiving MT voice/video call (i.e. SIP invite) the UE shall indicate to IMS that voice/video services is not available as per 23.228 [52]. 

When UE determines that the radio conditions are suitable for voice/video services (e.g. UE is in normal coverage or in CE mode A) then UE may register for IMS voice/video services. 

NOTE: How UE determines that the radio conditions are suitable for voice/video services is left upto the UE implementation. 
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
