3	Justification
3GPP Release 18 adds functionality and capabilities to Release 17 and earlier.  National LI requirements will apply to a portion of these Release 18 enhancements and the 3GPP LI service needs to be extended to accommodate these enhancements. LI considerations are necessary at least for following topics: 
· 5G core network and NR
· 3GPP Services (e.g. Voice and enhanced location)
In addition, services or features from prior releases which have not been addressed by the LI service specifications or where LI regulations have changed may be considered in Release 18 as needed by service deployments and national requirements. 
4	Objective
The objective of this work item is to enhance the 3GPP LI service to accommodate Release 18 service enhancements and extensions.
Enhancements to TS 33.126 will address LI Service Stage 1 requirements. 
Enhancements to TS 33.107 and TS 33.127 will address LI Architectures and LI functions, LI stage 2. 
Enhancements to TS 33.108 and TS 33.128 will address LI stage 3 aspects. 
While the WID includes update of TS 33.107 and TS 33.108, this is for maintenance purposes only, with only minor changes to 33.107 and 33.108 expected.
