Overall description
SA discussed and did not acknowledged the trade-off between user privacy protection and signalling optimisation for 5G CIoT. The current requirement in SA3 in TS 33.501 is stating “Upon receiving Service Request message sent by the UE in response to a Paging message, the AMF shall send a new 5G-GUTI to the UE.” 
As there exists a privacy risk (identification of the UE’s presence in a particular location). Therefore, general requirement is is needed. That is when a UE has revealed itself using a temporary ID (S-TMSI or I-RNTI) then that used temporary ID by the UE shall be re-allocated. 
As such it is required that:

Upon receiving a temporary identifier (S-TMSI or I-RNTI) sent by a UE in response to a paging message, it is mandatory for the network to re-allocate the used temporary identifier that was sent in the response message from the UE. This requirement is valid for any type of UE.
