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Introduction

25.304 describes the behaviour of multi-RAT UEs that support at least UTRA, even if the UE camps on another RAT.

In Any Cell Selection State, the mobile tries to camp on any acceptable cell in order to make an emergency call if requested. This state is describes in 25.304, chapter 5.2.8 and makes reference to GSM 03.22.

From NAS point of view, it should trigger a PLMN reselection.

Identification of the problem

In this state, the mobile has lost his network. Distinction between RATs is no more possible. However in 25.304, two cases are described : UTRA case and GSM case.

· In UTRA case, the UE searches an acceptable cell in all RATs he is capable of. 

· In GSM case there is a reference to GSM 03.22 (chapter 4.5): the UE(MS) only searches in GSM frequencies.

In our understanding, no distinction should be made between these  two cases .The mobile should search for an acceptable cell both in UTRA and GSM frequencies when it is a dual RAT terminal.

Proposal

Our proposal is to remove the GSM case for the Any Cell Selection State in 25.304. A mutli-RAT UE shall scan all frequencies it is capable of to find an acceptable cell.

A draft CR is attached to the document. In this CR, distinction between GSM and UMTS is removed for the Any Cell Selection State

Any Cell Selection state


In this state, the UE shall attempt to find an acceptable cell to camp on, trying all radio access technologies that are supported by the UE.

If no acceptable cell is found, the UE shall continue to search for an acceptable cell in this state.
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
