5.18	MPS handling for multiple accesses
This subclause covers the handling of MPS when the UE is simultaneously connected to the EPC or 5GC via two or more access networks (e.g., NR, E-UTRA, and WLAN).
The system shall support MPS when the UE is simultaneously connected to the EPC or 5GC via two or more access networks.
When the UE is simultaneously connected to the EPC or 5GC via two or more access networks, the system shall support at least the same access selection policy controls for MPS handling as those defined in 3GPP for normal (non-MPS) services.
