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Abstract: The goal of this document is to get endorsement for the creation of a new TS to capture the normative phase service requirements as derived from TR 22.840.
Introduction
At the SA1#97-e meeting, it was agreed to begin a study on Ambient IoT Devices. The results of the study are to be captured in TR 22.840, which was targeted for approval at SA#98.  Its is expected that the TR will be completed SA1#102, and that a follow-on Rel-19 WID will be introduced. 
Given that an Ambient power-enabled IoT device is expected to include both the enhancements to existing features of the 5G system (e.g., ultra-low power consumption, minimal complexity, small in size, very long life-cycle, high deployment numbers) and new functionality (i.e., energy harvesting) the resulting overall set of requirements is expected to be distinctive for Rel-19 and to continuously evolve over subsequent releases. Thus, it is desirable to capture the normative service requirements into a new TS, rather than integrate them into the existing TS 22.261, service requirements for the 5G system
