5.18	Dual connectivity
Dual connectivity can be used in a single or pair of 3GPP RATs (e.g., E-UTRA or NR) for improved UE throughput. 
When dual connectivity is being used for a UE and MPS is authorized, MPS priority shall be provided for the MPS calls/sessions using the dual connectivity based on operator policy.  
5.19	Multiple access technologies
When one or more 3GPP access technologies as well as a non-3GPP WLAN access technology are applicable, the 3GPP system will select the most appropriate 3GPP or non-3GPP access technology for a service, potentially allowing multiple access technologies to be used for one or more services active on a UE. This subclause covers MPS handling when one or more 3GPP RATs and a non-3GPP WLAN access technology are being used for one or more services active on a UE.
The system shall support at least the same 3GPP access selection policy controls for MPS handling as those defined for normal (non-MPS) services.
The system shall support MPS when the UE is using E-UTRA and non-3GPP WLAN and attached to the same EPC.
The system shall support MPS when the UE is using 3GPP RAT(s) and non-3GPP WLAN and registered to the same 5GC.
According to the general requirements on multiple access technologies specified in TS 22.261 clause 6.3.2.1, the 5G system can:
-	steer a UE to select certain 3GPP access network(s) based on operator policy,
-	dynamically offload part of the traffic (e.g., from 3GPP RAT to non-3GPP access technology), taking into account traffic load and traffic type based on operator policy, and
-	optimally distribute user traffic over access technologies in use, taking into account e.g., service, traffic characteristics, radio characteristics, and UE's moving speed, when a UE is using two or more access technologies simultaneously.
The following are corresponding MPS specific requirements for the above features:
-	when steering a UE with MPS subscription to select certain 3GPP access network(s), based on on operator policy, the 5G system shall support the option to steer the MPS subscribed UE to 3GPP access network(s) supporting MPS,
-	when dynamically offloading part of the traffic (e.g., from 3GPP RAT to non-3GPP access technology), based on operator policy, the 5G system shall take into account if the network towards which the traffic is offloaded supports MPS, and
-	when a UE is using two or more access technologies simultaneously, and optimally distributes user traffic over access technologies in use, based on operater policy, the 5G system shall take into account whether the access technologies support MPS.
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
