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Abstract: The goal of this document is to agree on the revised text of CPR 7.1.3-1, and a new CPR 7.1.3-1b and 7.1.3-1c for TR 22.840
1. Introduction
At the SA1#97-e meeting, it was agreed to begin a study on Ambient IoT Devices. The results of the study are to be captured in TR 22.840. At SA1#101, work was begun on the Consolidated Potential Requirements section of TR 22.840. Work on the Consolidated Potential Requirements of TR 22.840 continued between SA1#101 and SA1#102 via comments captured in the NWM document Consolidation on Functional Requirement of Ambient IoT. The output from the NWM document was captured by the rapporteur into a set of proposed CPR’s (tabular form) in the document on the 3gpp FTP server: 
www.3gpp.org/tsg_sa/WG1_Serv/TSGS1_102_Berlin/Inbox/draft/Clean-up of CPR proposals for NWM rev5.1.docx.
The CPR proposals document on the 3GPP FTP server was then reviewed and discussed during the 3rd Ambient IoT Devices conference call.

2. Reason for Change
During the 3rd conference call, it was proposed to split the CPR 7.1.3-1 into two, such that the CPR 7.1.3-1 pertains only to PR.5.1.6-005 and PR 5.16.6-003, and a new CPR in section 7.3.1 is created that pertains to PR 5.17.6-001 and PR 5.29.6-001.

3. Conclusions
CPR 7.1.3-1 should be revised to remove text related to PR 5.16.6-003, new CPRs in 7.1.3-1 should be created to capture the intent of PR 5.17.6-001 and PR 5.29.6.1, and new text for the new CPRs should be captured.

4. Proposal
It is proposed to agree the following changes to CPR table 7.1.3-1 for TR 22.840.

	[CPR 7.1.3-1]The 5G network shall support a mechanism to manage one or a group of Ambient IoT devices (e.g. provisioning Ambient IoT devices), including to enable, disable or permanently disable an Ambient IoT device to communicate with the 5G network.

[CPR 7.1.3-1b] The 5G network shall support a mechanism to:
- disable the capability to transmit RF signals for one or more Ambient IoT device that is / are currently able to transmit RF signals
- enable the capability to transmit RF signals for one or more Ambient IoT device that is / are currently not able to transmit RF signals

[CPR 7.1.3-1c] The 5G system shall provide support to allow one or a group of Ambient IoT devices to be permanently disabled from transmitting RF signals.
