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1. Overall Description:

SA1 has considered the question from SA5. SA1 considers IST to be a different service to Operator Determined Barring (ODB).  IST allows the operator to terminate a session in progress.  ODB is a service by which the operator can bar sessions from being set up.  If a session is in progress when ODB is applied, then IST is the capability by which the existing session could be terminated.

ODB for the PS Domain was defined in Release 4 so SA1 believes that the ability to terminate sessions existing at the time ODB is applied should be supported. IST is defined by SA3 and so will let SA3 indicate which release the support for charging should be included in. After consideration, SA1 could not identify any additional requirements for IST with respect to charging than those already identified in 22.032.
