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Abstract: Proposes to add a new requirement on priority for a UE within a GCSE group to 4.1.8.  UEs may have different priorities to setup a Group Communication within the same GSCE group.

It should be possible to have UEs within a particular group to be configurable to have different priorities for accessing the group and/or the entwork resources.  This is not to be confused with the user of the device being given higher priority than other users to interrupt on-going group communications.

Priority and Pre-emption of GCSE Communication

- The EPS shall provide a mechanism to support at least n priority levels for Group Communication

- The EPS shall provide a mechanism to reassign the priority level of a Group Communication.

- The network operator shall be able to configure each priority level with the ability to pre-empt lower priority traffic.

- Based on operator policy the EPS shall provide a mechanism to allow pre-emption of lower priority traffic.

- UEs within a GCSE Group shall be able to have different priorities from each other.
