3 SA1 Status Report

The SA1 Status Report in SP-160538 was presented for information and was Noted.
4 Items of interest to SA1

4.1 TCCA role to coordinate mission critical input

In a Liaison Statement to 3GPP SA (SP-160690) on coordination on 3GPP SA study/work items for critical communications, TCCA confirms “TCCA’s support to and engagement with collaboration and coordination between TCCA and ETSI TC-RT NG2R for the progression and conclusion of current and future study and / or work items in 3GPP relevant to standardisation of features for critical railway communications. Henceforth all such study and / or work item proposals will be shared, discussed and agreed between NG2R and TCCA prior to submission to 3GPP.”. The LS was not copied to 3GPP SA1, even though as we are working on a study FRMCS related to critical railway communications already. The coordination by TCCA should apply not just to Stage 1 specifications, but also to architecture and protocol specifications. Nevertheless, if TCCA is going to take this role, it may have an impact on our mission critical related work.
4.2 New name for 5G

The request for the new name of 5G from 3GPP SA1 was brought up in SA. However, the new name is not something provided/decided by SA, but by 3GPP PCG. We will have to wait for output from 3GPP PCG.

4.3 5G requirements planning

The LS from SA1 to RAN and SA2 (with CC to SA plenary) was discussed. 

At the moment the TRs are taken as input. If we want to change that, we need to indicate that in December, e.g. to inform downstreams groups that they should start using TS 22.261.

Ideally by December, when we send the TS 22.261 to SA for information, we should have a TS that can be sent to the downstreams groups for them to base their work on for Release 15. That may be possible if in December we can really focus the requirements on the other groups are working on for Release 15. In Q1 2016, we would then add all the other requirements.

We may have to say in December that we want to go for approval (i.e. more than 80 %), rather than for information (as currently planned). If we have an approved TS, then it is clear for downstreams groups that they have to take this TS into account. Downside of that is that this would imply going for a CR process in Q1 2016. Alternative is that we go for Information, but clearly state to downstreams groups that the TS (or specific sections of the TS) should be seen as normative already. We could then still avoid the CR process for our 2017 Jan and Feb meetings.

Mediatek commented that there are differences between the TRs (now taken as input) and the current version of the TS. This should not imply that we should spend effort in keeping the TRs inline with the normative TS (that is also not done by other WGs). But it does imply that if we send the TS for information, we need to inform people about which requirements in the TS are considered stable and should replace the TR information (e.g. all of it, some specific sections, none).
4.4 RAN report (SP-160742)

The report from RAN was provided in SP-160742. Some SA1 related remarks:
· RP-161886 clarifies the relation of Rel-14 work with the V2X work that will be done for 5G. It is not intended for NR V2X to replace the services offered by LTE V2X. Instead, the NR V2X shall complement LTE V2X for advanced V2X services and support interworking with LTE V2X
· The study on Scenarios and Requirements for Next Generation Access Technologies is completed. Results are available in TR 38.913. This TR will be sent to ITU-R to serve as a basis for assessment of radio technologies to see if they fulfil 5G requirements.
· RAN has agreed to deprioritize some items in the first study phase on NR (see RP-161914). Items that will be put on hold until March 2017 (except for forward compatibility considerations) are:

· Waveforms above  40GHz

· mMTC

· [Flexible duplex of paired spectrum]

· Interworking with non-3GPP systems

· Wireless relay 

· Satellite communication

· Air-to-ground and light air craft  communications

· Extreme long distance coverage

· Sidelink 

· V2V and V2X

· Multimedia Broadcast/Multicast Service

· Shared spectrum and unlicensed spectrum

· [Location/positioning functionality]

· Public warning/emergency alert 

· New SON functionality

We should consider this list when working on our TS 22.261. Preferably, we would make sure all requirements related to items not deprioritized are available in December 2016, with the rest of the content available by March 2017.

4.5 Fixed Mobile Convergence, collaboration with BBF

BBF has initiated a collaboration with 3GPP on architecture for 5G Fixed Mobile Convergence. An expert workshop is intended to be organised in 2017, with a preparatory phone call in 2016. 
3GPP SA welcomes the initiative and has sent a LS reply (SP-160743) that has 3GPP SA1 in CC. It was commented that the collaboration should not only involve 3GPP SA2, but also other groups.
