Example of a sub network instance: IMS (IP Multimedia Subsystem) etc. 

The concept is extensible to any scenario envisioned for an application of the network slice framework. 
3GPP TS 22.261 also describe in similar way that “A network slice can provide the functionality of a complete network, including radio access network functions and core network functions (e.g., potentially from different vendors). One network can support one or several network slices.”
