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1. Overall Description:

SA1 would like to thank CT1 for the LS on selecting a PLMN not allowed in the country where a UE is physically located.

SA1 would like to give the following answers to CT1’s questions:

Question 1:
Can a UE using satellite access select a PLMN not allowed in the country where the UE is physically located? 

SA1 answer: The UE should not select a PLMN not allowed where the UE is physically located. 
However, note that it is not always immediately clear to the UE in which country or territory it is physically located (e.g. disputed territories, border changes), or which PLMN is allowed in a specific area (e.g. regulatory changes related to which MCCs can be used in which area). Different parties concerned can have different views on whether a PLMN is allowed in a particular location. The UE may be configured to indicate which PLMN or MCC it is allowed to access in which area. However, the network the UE is trying to access shall have the capability and definite authority to determine whether it can provide access for the area the UE is in.
Question 2:
If the answer to Question 1 is yes, what are the services that a UE can obtain by a PLMN not allowed in the country where the UE is physically located?
