Multi-modality Data: Multi-modality Data is defined to describe the input data from different kinds of devices/sensors or the output data to different kinds of destinations (e.g. one or more UEs) required for the same task or application. Multi-modality Data consists of more than one Single-modality Data, and there is strong dependency among each Single-modality Data. Single-modality Data can be seen as one type of data.
Tactile Internet: A network (or network of networks) for remotely accessing, perceiving, manipulating, or controlling real or virtual objects or processes in perceived real time by humans or machines.
