5.x	Information access service from public UE

UEs have evolved over the years, and now a single UE can provide various kinds of services. On the other hand, there are many variations of UE such as smartphones, tablets, laptops and smartwatches, and users might have to carry many devices around in the future.
This use case proposes that users can access their interested information not only from UEs that they own, but also from "public-UEs" that are publicly owned and omnipresent. For example, when a user walks down an office hallway, a display on the wall shows today's schedule, and the display disappears when the user walks past. In this case, the display acts as the user's UE only when the user is nearby and returns to "public-UE" when the user leaves.
Extensive use of "public-UE" would eliminate the need for users to carry many UEs. And you'll be able to access your interested information from anywhere on any device.
5.x.2	Pre-conditions
Alice uses a public UE service on a contract basis with an operator. The operator provides accessibility to her interested information via public UEs that the operator or its related 3rd party providers (which may be vendors and sometimes public organizations) own.
5.x.3	Service Flows
1. Alice works in the company office. Since it is time for a meeting soon, she is walking down the hall. She notices that she doesn't know which the conference room is. On the wall of the hall is a display that is public-UE, and Alice walked by it.
2. When Alice approaches the display, it authenticates her and displays her schedule based on her request.
3. Alice understands the location of the conference room and leaves the display. The display then deletes the Alice information it displayed and revokes authentication.
4. The system (or the display) does the same thing when other subscribers pass by.
5.x.4	Post-conditions
Alice was able to get information that she needed from a "public-UE" around her. She does not need to carry or look at her own UEs.

5.x.6	Potential New Requirements needed to support the use case
[PR 5.x.6-1] The 5G system shall be able to allow a subscriber to use public UEs based on subscription.
[PR 5.x.6-2] The 5G system shall be able to allow public UEs near a subscriber to show information that is considered useful based on e.g., time and location, and that does not expose the subscriber's privacy.
