Executive Summary:

1.1 General

Push Terms of Reference were modified based on comment in the opening Plenary, and are expected to be adopted in the closing plenary.

Seven new contributions on the TS 22.174 “Push Service” were reviewed. Based on discussion, modified text was placed in the TS, which is now v0.8.1. 

The contribution on “Push Services Background”, dealing with Annex A, considered the several areas of information within the annex, concluding that requirements and use cases were covered within the body of the TS. As a result, the material in Annex A consisting of background and use cases, was removed.

The Push stage 1 was updated based on the several contributions received. Two versions were produced: v0.8.0 which contains all the revisions showing, and then a clean version, v0.8.1 which will be used as input for the Rome SWGs.

Discussion areas included privacy and the blocking of anonymous push data. Noted that further work is required.

Comment was made about providing the user the capability of inhibiting push data when roaming.

A contribution, Push Service Broker, was introduced by Vodafone after the other contributions for the stage 1 were completed. This identified a practical consideration: the operators prefer to deal with a limited number of entities who are submitting push data, rather than a very large number of Push Initiators (PIs). Introduction of Push Service Broker permits aggregation of push data by a lesser number of brokers, providing operational advantages to the 3GPP operators. The concepts were discussed, and the work on the contribution will be continued at the next SWG.

No documents were deferred.

Stephen Wolak, Push SWG Chair and Push stage 1 Rapporteur, will be leaving SA1 at the end of the meeting. This leaves vacancies in both posts.
