Reference [25] is duplicated with [4]. This will be corrected.

Other editorial corrections are needed and will be proposed off-line.

Other common IMS contributions non TISPAN related
S1-071180 from Sprint: Proposal regarding IMS requirements from groups other than TISPAN 
This high-level document proposes to organise the work for IMS requirement consolidation when taking into account the different "groups" such as groups TISPAN, 3GPP2, CableLabs, ATIS, WiMAX Forum, etc. 
The proposal is to adopt some flows as guidelines, to adjust SA1 structure and to perform other specific changes.
Discussion: The way flows D and E are shown and explained is not very self-explanatory for Motorola.

SK Telecom welcomes the approach but wonder about the status of this presentation in other groups. The author explained that the discussion is started here but the intention is to present it in the other groups as well. 

The link between B and C was said by T-Mobile to be quite similar to what happened first between TISPAN and 3GPP but then it was judged not very efficient and the IMS was moved (back) entirely in 3GPP, so they were not convinced that it will be appropriate to have such a split.

The author explained that the conclusions of OP/PCG were taken into account.

The SA chair is rather in favour of developing case-by-case, specific relationships with other groups instead of introducing a "codification" of the relationships as proposed in the flows.

For Qualcomm, the flows are quite generic and are just reflecting what is already happening.

For BT, this can work as long as the flow B (inputs from other groups) are brought to 3GPP as soon as possible and don't start to develop "delta" documents (as happened with TISPAN).

The problem of knowing whether this Common_IMS is a transition stage or a definitive structure was mentioned, without clear conclusion.

For Vodafone, most of the work in SA1 is and will be IMS-based, so the Common_IMS cannot be considered as a SWG but as the core of SA1.

It was also mentioned that SA1 might not be the right place to discuss such high-level structure. The SA1 convenor answered that this discussion has to be understood has the impact on SA1 of the proposed process, no the process as a whole.

The convenors will share a proposal by email in preparation to SA#38..
Conclusion: Noted.

Indeed, the convenor proposed two possible different ways to continue the work: either different sets of requirements are going to be developed for different regions, or SA1 start to work on a global solution.

T-Mobile prefers to go for the second option, identifying, when applicable, differences in regional requirements. This is also the view of NTT DoCoMo.

So this is the way chosen for the WID and the TR, and the consequences are to remove the gap analysis and to re-write parts of these documents. This approach is preferred compared to making new WID and TR.

It was clarified that the present WI is a SI, so it has to be changed at some point into an actual feature, but it continues as a Study for the time being.

No objection, so the approach agreed to be followed by SA1 is as follows: 

· the actual WID (Study Item) will be reviewed to remove the GAP analysis and to focalize it on the study of requirements for PWS;

· the actual TR will be restructured accordingly to the new WID (removing the GAP analysis completely);
· the approach shall attempt to provide a single set of requirements for PWS, identifying, when applicable, regional options;
· A proposal following these guidelines is expected by the interested companies for the next meeting.
Conclusion: Noted. To be "heavily" revised according to the conclusions just made.
