User gets IMS service via third-party WebRTC application

X.Y.1
Description

Mary clicks on a link to a third-party WebRTC application developer server who offers operator independent WebRTC applications. The third-party application developer server provides a WebRTC application to the user such as an integrated video telephony and file sharing application. Mary has an IMS subscription with her IMS operator. Her device provides native WebRTC/IMS translation. Mary is able to use the third-party WebRTC application with her IMS subscription via the WebRTC/IMS gateway on her device.

X.Y.2
Pre-conditions

Mary has an IMS subscription and a device that supports an access technology with acceptable QoS (e.g., LTE). The device provides a WebRTC capable browser and native WebRTC/IMS translation. 

A third-party WebRTC application developer server provides operator independent WebRTC applications.

X.Y.3
Service flows

Mary accesses the third-party web site with her browser and downloads the third-party WebRTC application to the browser.

The third-party WebRTC application connects to the WebRTC/IMS translation gateway on Mary’s device.

The native WebRTC/IMS translation function registers at the IMS of Mary’s operator using IMS credentials.

The native WebRTC/IMS translation function uses IMS services provided by Mary’s IMS operator.

Mary has access to IMS services via the third-party WebRTC application running in the browser.

X.Y.4
Post-conditions

After invoking IMS services, the browser window remains available to initiate other services or to accept incoming sessions, if supported. 

X.Y.5
Proposed Requirements

A UE shall be able to determine whether it provides native WebRTC/IMS translation and expose this information to WebRTC applications.

Access of local WebRTC/IMS translation by a WebRTC application shall be authorized by the IMS operator.
