[CPR.167] [PR.122] An operator shall be able to configure  ProSe-enabled UE with the permission to be discoverable or not by one or more ProSe-enabled UEs, without prior registration to the network, for example to provide the means for an enterprise or Public Safety organization to set permissions for its users. 
It is proposed :

1)to  put in Public Safety Specific Requirements  section with the following changes:

 [CPR.167] [PR.122] An operator shall be able to configure a Public Safety ProSe-enabled UE with the permission to be discoverable or not by one or more Public Safety ProSe-enabled UEs, without prior registration to the network, to provide the means for a Public Safety organization to set permissions for its users when out of E-UTRAN coverage.
2) toconsider the pre-provisioning in the existing requirement as follows:
[CPR.45][PR.13] The operator shall be able to authorise discovery operations for each individual ProSe-enabled UE., including by pre-provisioning of the UE
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
