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Abstract: Setting the ‘ focus’ for ProSe normative work in Release 12.
As proposed by the SA1 Chairman on the SA1 mailing list:

ProSe and GCSE_LTE rapporteurs to propose a list of “key” focus items for the Prague ad hoc with input from e.g. the public safety stakeholders. Upon agreement of the list in SA1, it may be used to aid scheduling the agenda for SA1#61 and subsequent meetings.

Only if SA1 runs out of time for Rel-12 will the SA1 Chairman look to ensure “key” items are completed ahead of other items.

From the companies that provided feedback in this document, it is preferred that all items are included in Rel-12. Here is what the ‘Release 12 Focus’ indications mean:

‘Must have’ – refers to a minimum ProSe feature set required for a viable service definition;

‘Nice to have’ – refers to an important ProSe feature set but can be incrementally incorporated as time permits.
