SA1 thanks CT1 for their LS on HPLMN control of devices that should not use disaster roaming service.
CT1 asked:
[bookmark: _Hlk65498599][bookmark: _Hlk65528521][bookmark: _Hlk65528563]Question: Is there a requirement for the HPLMN to preclude certain UEs from attempting to use disaster roaming service?

SA1 answers is that, while there is no specific requirement to provide this control from the HPLMN, the existing requirement is general enough to allow this:
TS 22.261, 6.31.2.3:	The 3GPP system shall minimize congestion caused by Disaster Roaming. 
It is up to the network that offers Disaster Roaming to determine whether to admit the Disaster Inbound Roamer UE or not. Any mechanism that minimizes the congestion in this network well is covered by this requirement. 
Asome mechanism to preclude use of Disaster Roamingcould be beneficial. could prevent unnecessary congestion and roaming fees for subscriptions (e.g. IoT devices with delay tolerant service). Thus, SA1 has agreed to clarify the a corresponding stage-1 requirements for this capability, as per attached CR.
