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Abstract of the contribution: This paper proposes a definition for Pedestrian UE.
1. Discussion
This contribution introduces the definition of Pedestrian UE. The proposed definition is based on S2-2003937 and the discussion during meeting SA2#139E.
There is no definition of Pedestrian UE in TS 22.185 and TS 22.186. Anyhow, clause 4.1.5 (Vehicle-to-Pedestrian (V2P) application) of TS 22.185 includes the following NOTE that can be referred to define Pedestrian UE.
NOTE:   The main difference between 3GPP transport of messages with V2P and V2V application information is due to the properties of the UE. A UE supporting V2P applications used by pedestrian might, for example, have lower battery capacity, the radio sensitivity might be limited, e.g. due to antenna design, and therefore it may not be able to send messages with the same periodicity as UEs supporting V2V application, and/or receive messages.
2. Proposal
It is proposed to agree the following changes into TR 23.776.

Pedestrian UE: A UE that is used by the VRUs, which has limited capabilities comparing to a vehicular UE, e.g. in terms of battery capacity, radio capabilities/sensitivity, etc. as described in TS 22.185 [2].
