Key Issue 15: User consent for UE data collection/analysis
Key Issue 15 has two complementary solutions:
Solution 3 introduces User consent for the UE data collection. The User consent for UE data collection may be provided by the service provider via the NEF or directly by the network operator and stored in the UDM as a subscription information. The User consent for UE data collection may define the user consent for UE level data collection from UE or application or NFs. Solution 3 addresses all the architectural requirements of Key Issue 15. This solution proposes simple changes and has no UE impact.
Solution X introduces a functionality tracking the distribution and usage of any user related information subject to user consent. In case of a revocation of the user consent, past data consumers affected by this revocation are identified and informed about the revocation requesting them to delete any user related data subject to the revoked user consent. The proposed functionality may be provided by the NWDAF or a Data Collection Function (e.g. DCCF, DCNF).
