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1. Overall Description:
SA2 has studied the 3GPP impacts due to GSMA 5GJA NG.116 in the TR 23.700-40 as part of the study eNS_Ph2.

[bookmark: _Hlk55827758]For KI#1 (whether and how to support the quota on the maximum number of UEs concurrently registering for a network slice defined by an S-NSSAI) and for KI#2 (whether and how to support the quota on the maximum number of PDU Sessions concurrently established within a network slice associated with all DNNs, defined by an S-NSSAI) SA2 has documented in TR 23.700-40 a number of solutions where counting of UEs / PDU Sessions is performed in different Network Functions. Amongst the possible NF candidates, some companies believe it could be beneficial to have a solution based on CHF. Other companies prefer to have a solution based on a NF under SA2 remit.

[bookmark: _Hlk56591695]SA2 has discussed the different options for controlling the number of UEs and PDU Sessions in a Network Slice and has decided to introduce in its specifications a new NF, that can also be co-located with other existing NFs. (see attachment)
 
Regarding the use of CHF for controlling the number of UEs and PDU Sessions in a Network Slice, SA2 has developed solution #38 in TR 23.700-40; however SA2 recognizes that CHF is in the SA5 remit and therefore SA2 kindly asks SA5 to take this in account if they judge useful to develop a solution based on CHF on charging aspects. Whether to work on this topic in SA5 is a decision for SA5 to make.
