Editor's notes:	Whether 5GC support of authorization for UE joining a specific multicast MBS Service by application server is needed can be determined in normative phase.
Some Content Provider may not want to provide membership information to the 5GC for authorization, or even not want the 5GC to know whether a UE is a member of a specific multicast session. 
When the UE first joining to a multicast session provided by the content provider, the 5GC and the content provider authorizes/authenticates the UE. When the UE successively joining to another multicast session provided by the content provider, the authorization/authentication is not needed. The Content Provider can use different encryption option for different multicast session, which is popular nowadays, to avoid UE joining a multicast session not authorized to be joined. The UE knows which multicast session can be joined via announcement information over application layer.

The following functionality is agreed to be standardized:
-	5GC Authorization of UE joining 5MBS multicast sessions on 5MBS feature level.
-	5GC Authorization of UE joining a specific multicast MBS Service.
-	For a multicast MBS Service, the AF can provide information about UEs or groups of UEs entitled to join.
-	5GC Authorization of UE joining 5MBS multicast sessions provided by a specific Content Provider.
-	The 5GC and Content Provider can authorize/authenticate the UE when UE joining 5MBS multicast sessions provided by the Content Provider when needed.
Editor's notes:	Whether 5GC support of authorization for UE joining a specific multicast MBS Service by application server is needed can be determined in normative phase.
NOTE:	MBS service level authorization could be performed at application layer. MBS service level authorization can also be implicitly performed when UE is configured for a specific MB service, e.g. via Service Announcement for public safety use case, which is out of SA2 scope.
