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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank CT1 for their LS on NR satellite access PLMN selection (C1-210438/S2-2100061). In that LS CT1 asked the following questions to which SA2 would like to provide the indicated responses below.
Question1:	
What is the intention and scope of the reject cause?

Answer from SA2:

The meaning (or scope) of this reject cause is to indicate to the UE that the PLMN it is currently attempting to register to or is registered to, cannot provide services to the UE in its present location (i.e. the country the UE is determined to be physically located in by the network).
The intention with this reject cause is to inform to the UE that the UE is not allowed to register to this PLMN in its present location (i.e. in the country in which the UE is determined to be physically located by the network). This does not prevent the UE from selecting the same PLMN again in another country.

SA2 envisage that this reject cause is used in conjunction with the AMF indication of the country where the UE is located to suggest to the UE which other MCC(s) the UE can consider selecting to.

[bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]SA2 expects that the meaning of the reject cause in this procedure is only applicable to UE in non-terrestrial networks and PLMN selection for UEs in non-terrestrial networks.SA2 concentrates on the non-terrestrial networks, and SA2 encourages CT1 to study whether this reject cause can be applied in terrestrial networks.

SA2 considers that the reject cause needs to be added in the DE-REGISTRATION REQUEST, REGISTRATION REJECT and SERVICE REJECT messages, but has not (yet) determined whether it needs to be added to other procedures.

Question2:	
Can SA2 clarify on the nature, intention and scope of this MCC list?

Answer from SA2:
The MCC indication from the AMF is the network guidance for the UE to select a PLMN at the determined present UE location. 

SA2 clarifies in the attached CR that indicated MCC(s) are intended to inform the UE of the country in which the UE is determined to be currently located by the network. 

The received MCCs (and possibly UE added MCCs) do not affect the PLMN priority that is specified in TS 23.122.
