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Abstract: This contribution provides discussion and proposal for O-PLMN selection and registration
1
Introduction
According to clause 8.4.1 of TR 23.700-07, usage of a PLMN as Onboarding network for a UE equipped with a USIM shall be possible. Therefore, if the UE is configured with PLMN credentials, the UE performs the regular network selection as per TS 23.122 and performs the initial registration as per TS 23.502.

For onboarding in a PLMN, as currently concluded in the TR, the UE shall be configured with Default credentials in USIM to register with a PLMN where the UE can register with the Default credentials in order to communicate with the provisioning server.
The following scenario requires some discussion:

Discussion

The ultimate goal of onboarding is to enable the UE gaining connectivity for normal service in the related SNPN. To do so, gaining initial connectivity in a network such that onboarding could take place is critical.

Should a UE end up in the above scenario, i.e. the UE is unable to find a suitable cell to camp using the default credentials, the UE will not be able to gain access to the intended SNPN as onboarding cannot take place.
In our view, it is important to allow the UE to camp on an acceptable cell of any O-PLMN in this scenario such that onboarding could still take place (subject to the network accepting the related registration).

Proposal 1: A UE with default PLMN credentials unable to find a suitable cell of an O-PLMN to camp on, may camp on an acceptable cell of any available and allowable O-PLMN and attempt an onboarding registration.
