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Abstract of the contribution: UE requested multicast session leave procedure. 
1	Introduction
This paper proposes procedure of Multicast session leave.
FS_5MBS has concluded that both UE-triggered and AF-triggered join/leave are to be supported, as documented in 8.2.2.2 of TR 27.757:
-	For multicast session establishment/join/leave/release:
-	The UE may perform application level join/leave to a multicast session, the 5GC shall support multicast session join/leave operation for a user, e.g based on AF request.
2	Proposal
It is proposed to approve following changes in TS 23.247:

7.2.2.1	General
Session leave procedure is used by UEs to inform the 5GC of the UE not interest in an MBS Session any more. The user plane management is described in clause 6.6.
7.2.2.2	Multicast session leave procedure
The following are the preconditions for the multicast session leave:
-	The UE has joined the multicast session as described in clause 7.2.1.
The multicast session leave procedure is same as multicast session join procedure with following differences:
-	In step 1, the UE indicates leave indicator in the PDU Session Modification Request. 
-	In step 2, the SMF checks whether the UE has joined into the MBS Session instead of authorization check.
-	Step 3 and 4 are not performed.
-	In step 5, the MBS Session ID(s) does not include the one that the UE is leaving. The N2 SM information does not include information related to MBS if the UE is leaving the last MBS Session.
-	In step 10, when the SMF does not serve any member of the MBS Session that the UE is leaving, the SMF interacts with the MB-SMF serving the MBS Session for multicast session context management. When data transmission is not needed for an MBS Session and tunnel is not used between the MB-UPF and the content provider, the MB-UPF shall leave the multicast distribution tree towards the content provider.
