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Abstract of the contribution: provide discussion for the Conclusion on Key Issue 1 with only SoR is used to update the Credentials Holder controlled prioritized list of preferred SNPNs

Discussion

Observation 1: UPU is applied for remote provisioning the SNPN UE, only after onboarding procedure. There is no conclusion and consensus to use UPU to update UE’s credential or the three lists. How to update that is out scope of Rel-17 FS_eNPN. 
So remote provisioning via UPU, cannot be reused to update the credential/network selection lists. 
Observation 2: as SoR is quite a mature mechanism to enable the Home network to steer the UE to dedicated network in PLMN. So that is an easy/efficient way to reuse the SoR to SNPN case which impacts only CT. There is no need to extend UPU to support for steering the UE which impacts SA2 and CT. 

So SoR is lower cost/impact on 3GPP work than UPU.

Observation 3: the SoR (Steering of roaming) can be performed during initial Registration procedure, or after the Registration as specified in 23.122. But UPU can be performed only after Registration, with standalone NAS procedure. 
So SoR is quite efficient way to update the “preferred list of SNPN” during the initial Registration (i.e., via SoR), no need for standalone NAS procedure to update that list (i.e., using UPU). 
Observation 4: the SoR has additional security mechanism that the UE can verify whether the vSNPN AMF tampered or removed the Steering List via the calculation of SoR-MAC-IAUSF. But UPU doesn’t have such security protection.
So SoR is more secured way to deliver the preferred SNPN list. 
Proposal 1: agree to reuse SoR to support home network (Credential Owner) to steer its UE to dedicated SNPN, by updating the Credentials Holder controlled prioritized list of preferred SNPNs with list of Separate entity controlled prioritized list of preferred SNPN
