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Abstract: This paper proposes to remove the EN in clause 6.10 in TS 23.247.
1. Proposal

There is an EN in clause 6.10 as below:

Whether session binding is applicable for MBS Session policy is FFS.
In the clause 6.10, the MBS Session QoS Flow binding is defined for the PCC control. The QoS Flow binding is the association of PCF rule with an MBS QoS Flow. The MB-SMF receives the Policy rule from the PCF and associates the policy rules to an MBS QoS Flow.
However, how the PCF can provide the policy rule to the MB-SMF? It depends on the MBS Session Binding, that the PCF receives the AF session information and generates the Policy rules to the MB-SMF.

As documented in paper S2-2104426, the PCF can directly receive the AF Session request in one of following way, e.g. based on the different configuration options in Annex A:
· Directly from the AF, if the AF locates in the trusted domain,  
· From the AF via NEF, if the AF the locates outside the trusted domain. the AF sends the AF Session request to NEF then to the PCF.
· From the MBSF, if the MBSF is deployed. If the AF locates in the trusted domain, the AF sends the AF Session request to the MBSF then to PCF. If the AF locates outside the trusted domain, the AF sends the AF Session Request to the NEF then to the MBSF and the MBSF forwards the AF Session Request to the PCF.
It is proposed to remove the EN and update the texts of clause 6.10 in the TS23.247.

Policy control for Multicast and Broadcast services

The policy and charging control framework as defined in TS 23.503 [7] applies to Multicast and Broadcast services in the following aspects:

MBS Session binding: MBS Session binding is the association of an AF Session information to one and only one MBS Session. The PCF shall perform the session binding based on the
 MBS Session ID, i.e. TMGI or source specific IP multicast address

.

QoS Flow binding: For an MBS Session, QoS Flow binding is the association of a PCC rule to a QoS Flow within an MBS Session. The MB-SMF performs QoS Flow binding for an MBS Session in the same way as the SMF for a PDU Session.

Editor’s Note:
It is FFS whether any other aspects or differences compared to existing PCC framework are required for MBS policy control.
