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1	Overall description
SA3 would like to thank SA2 for their LS S3-210012/ S2-2009383 on Reply-LS on user consent requirements for analytics. 
SA3 would like to point out that SA3 is not in a position to determine which data and data processing require prior user consent, due to the multitude of different legislations and regulatory environments in which 3GPP systems are being deployed, each with their own set of privacy and teleservices regulations.
SA3 has not yet been able to fully analyse the solutions #3 and #76 as provided in TR 23.700-91.
Some preliminary feedback to both solutions: SA3 would like to draw attention to the fact that user consent is bound to a specific purpose. This concept of purpose is not yet visible in the solutions.
Some preliminary feedback on solution #3:
It is good for NWDAF to check user consent for UE data collection before triggering some UE data specific analytics and data collection. However, it is unclear which entity is operating the service provider AMF, and how this entity can prove to the NEF that the user in fact has given consent to data collection and processing for a particular purpose.
Some preliminary feedback on solution #76:
It is good to stop data collection and to delete the collected data after consent revocation. A notification to the user after completion of these tasks may be beneficial if the locally applicable regulations require "proof of deletion".
