6.1B.2.x	NWDAF reselection triggered by change of the consumer NF instance 
The procedure in Figure 6.1B.2.x-1 is used for reselection of an NWDAF when the reselection is triggered by the consumer NF. The procedure is used by the analytics consumer NF to request the transfer of analytics subscription(s) from the source NWDAF instance to the target NWDAF instance. When the consumer NF instances change, the new consumer NF instance may select the same source NWDAF for its analytics subscription(s), and in such cases, the step 4 to 6 and the step 8 to 9 are skipped.

Figure 6.1B.2.x-1: NWDAF reselection triggered by change of consumer NF
0. The analytics consumer has subscribed to analytics from the source NWDAF or receives information about active analytics subscription(s) with a source NWDAF from another analytics consumer instance (e.g., during the NF relocation procedure).
1.  The analytics consumer decides the Target NWDAF and Analytics ID(s) to subscribe, based on the analytics subscription information received from another analytics consumer. The Target analytics consumer may decide to reuse the same Analytics specific data (Analytics Filter, Target of Analytics reporting, Analytics Reporting Info) received from another analytics consumer or set a new data for the Analytics ID(s).
2.  The analytics consumer sends Nnwdaf_AnalyticsSubscription_Subscribe message to the selected Target NWDAF. The message includes information on the existing analytics subscription(s) such as the Source NWDAF ID, Subscription Correlation ID, and Analytics specific data (i.e. Analytics ID(s), Analytics Filter Information, Target of Analytics reporting, Analytics Reporting Info).
NOTE x:	In case the selected target NWDAF instance is the same source NWDAF instance as received from another analytics consumer in step 0, the target NWDAF will update the existing analytics subscription for the new analytics consumer. Following steps 3 to 7 are skipped.

3. Target NWDAF requests analytics context transfer to the Source NWDAF for the Subscription Correlation ID(s) received at the step 2, using the analytics context information transfer procedure as specified in clause 6.1B.3.
4. Source NWDAF provides the analytics context information to the Target NWDAF.
5. Target NWDAF informs the target analytics consumer of the successful analytics subscription(s) and provides a new subscription Correlation ID(s) that the target NWDAF has assigned for accepted subscription(s), using a Nnwdaf_AnalyticsSubscription_Notify message.
6. [Optional] Target NWDAF subscribes to relevant data source(s), if it is not yet subscribed to the data source(s) for the data required for the Analytics.
7. [Optional] Source NWDAF unsubscribes with the data source(s) that are no longer needed for the remaining analytics subscriptions.
8. Target NWDAF at some point derives new output analytics based on new input data.
9. Target NWDAF notifies the analytics consumer about the new analytics using a Nnwdaf_AnalyticsSubscription_Notify message as specified in clause 6.1.1.
