Mobility Restrictions for 5G ProSe UE-to-Network Relay
The handling of Mobility Restrictions for 5G ProSe UE-to-Network Relay case follows the principles as specified in clause 5.3.4.1 of TS 23.501 [4] with the following additions:
Forbidden Area:
-
In a Forbidden Area, a 5G ProSe UE-to-Network Relay and a 5G ProSe Remote UE shall follow the principles of a UE in limited-service state as specified in clause 5.9.
Non-Allowed Area:


-
If a 5G ProSe UE-to-Network Relay is in a Non-Allowed Area of its own serving PLMN and not a high priority access UE, it is not allowed to perform the Relay operation.

-
If a 5G ProSe Remote UE is in a Non-Allowed Area of its own serving PLMN and not a high priority access UE, it is not allowed to perform the Relay operation.

· 5G ProSe UE-to-Network Relay and 5G ProSe Remote UE when configured as high priority access UEs may perform the Relay operation (i.e. UE-to-Network Relay Discovery and UE-to-Network Relay Communication) in a Non-Allowed Area.

The detailed behaviour of 5G ProSe UE-to-Network Relay and 5G ProSe Remote UE in a Non-Allowed Area is determined by Stage 3.
